7. Explain how the candidate advances rehabilitation nursing by participating in any of the following activities: nursing education; publication of rehabilitation articles; support of pertinent healthcare legislation; research; or participation in ARN at a local or national level (board/committee involvement, journal/newsletter contributor, etc.).
